Dr. Carson noted that at 9:00 AM on May 11 Assemblyman Dancer will speak to the 4th graders on how a bill becomes law.

Dr. Carson further noted that there are three (3) policies listed on the agenda.


The first policy is on the AED, or defibrillators, use for second reading.  Dr. Carson advised.  Dr. Carson further advised that all the nurses signed off on the policy, as requested.


Dr. Carson further advised that the next policy, which is listed for first reading, is on immunizations, revised because, in part, the students must have a medical home of record since schools cannot provide physicals, only screening.


The last policy, also listed for first reading, is on use of facilities, Dr. Carson advised.  Dr. Carson stated that he highlighted the changes for the convenience of all. Of concern, Dr. Carson stated, is the use of school facilities by profit making organizations.  Dr. Carson stated that the owner of a dance studio located in New Egypt approached him and asked if her studio could use the new school auditorium to conduct a dance recital, for instance.

When asked by Mr. Sullivan, Dr. Carson advised that during this past year, the nurses and Mr. Hill all of whom are authorized instructors, provided training to all interested staff on CPR and AED use.  Dr. Carson stated that the teachers were not required to take the training., but many of the staff did participate.  Dr. Cason reminded the Board about the life saving technique by an aide to save a choking child a few months ago in C.B. Lamb School.  Dr. Carson also stated that there are two (2) AED’s in C.B. Lamb School and one (1) AED in each Base School so that an AED station is within a two (2) minute walk. 


Mr. Sullivan stated that he hopes that from what he read that the AED’s are useful lifesavers as long as there are enough people trained and the units are close enough.


Mr. Sullivan also expressed some concern with requiring groups to request the use of a facility at least thirty (30) days prior to the day of the event since emergencies could arise.  Dr. Carson stated that certainly if the roof at Northern Burlington County Regional (NBC) High School was leaking and the gymnasium of the Upper Elementary School was available he would work with the NBC officials in emergencies such as this.


Mr. Schroeder pointed out that the policy also stated that district equipment cannot be removed but is aware that in the past that folding chairs have been loaned to McGuire AFB.  Dr. Carson stated that he would look at that language and make a modification for circumstances such as the one Mr. Schroeder provided.


When asked by Lt. Col. Foster, Dr. Carson stated that the Base has used the gymnasium at the Columbia School for recreation, as well as the baseball fields and even the schools for bible classes.


Lt. Col. Foster pointed out that access to the Base Schools is restricted to those with proper identification.  Dr. Carson stated that it has been his experience that when the Base Officials request use of a Base School it is for those with proper forms of identification to access Falcon Courts North (FCN).


Dr. Carson further advised that the agenda includes the Professional Development Plan for the 2001/2002 school year as prepared by the Professional Development Committee.  The plan includes two (2) days, Dr. Carson stated: one on the second day (after Labor Day) back in September’ and another in October.  There will also be a day in March in which the training will either be given individually or in a group setting.


Dr. Carson further noted two (2) teachers listed to serve as student teachers, listed on the agenda as collaborative learning, will start in September.  Dr. Carson noted that during the course of the school year the District hosts fifteen (15) or more student teachers.


Mr. Schroeder asked for any other comments. 


Hearing none, Mr. Schroeder asked for any comments from the public.  When asked by Jane Gibson, a member of the faculty and President of the North Hanover Township Education Association (NHTEA), Dr. Carson clarified that the gifted and talented art program is available for all students to participate and those who do during the school year can continue to do so during the summer.

Mr. Grant noted that today is Mr. Ernandes’ birthday.  The Board Members and Dr. Carson wished Mr. Ernandes a happy birthday.
